After discussions held during the meeting, Governing Council has accorded approval

for granting admissions under RTE and Non-DAE category (subject to availability of seats after

admitting DAE & RTE students) in Balvatika-l from the academicyeat 2026-27.
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Hence, from the academic yeat 2026-27, admission to RTE students will be given in all

AEC schools only in Balvatika-|. 25%rif the class strength i.e. 7 students per section will be

admitted under RTE. As per the NCERT guidelines (copy enclosed), the maximum strength in

Balvatika-l should ideally be 2Ot25 students. Thus, from the academic yeat 2026-27, in all AEC

Schools, the maximum strength in Balvatika l-lll will be 25 students.
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Heads of all AEC Schools arq therefore, requested to assess the projected requirement
of Balvatika teachers, and communicate the same to the undersigned by 18.08.2025. This will
facilitate the submission of a proposal for creation of posts for Balvatika(prep)Teachers.
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The information regarding the grant of admissions under RTE from Balvatika-l (and not
from Class l) starting from the academic session 202F27 may be given wide publicity to ensure
it reaches all stakeholders.
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This is issued with the approval of competent authority in AEES.
